Don’t mistake voltage, also connect
white wire to +(plus), black wire to - (minus).
In case connecting another wire, use over

. Don’t pull the wire,

Don‘t handle roughly.

. In case using the pump in discharging of

Bilge water, the end of the delivery hose
should be up of the water surface.
Otherwise, by syphoning, the water will flow

back into the bottom of the boat.
